BASIC NEEDS
Existing concerns are predominantly 
safety or maintenance-related. Users 
along the entire corridor called for 
improved wayfinding and signage, 
expanded police presence and an increase 
in waste pickup efforts.

CORRIDOR 
RECOMMENDATIONS

Improved connections and circulation, 
safe water access, preserved gold 
panning activities and designated off-
leash areas for dogs were among the 
top recommendations for future uses 
corridor-wide.

During the walking tour, parents of 
Hodgkins Elementary students pointed 
out that bicycle access is only possible 
for those who own bicycles and are able 
to ride or drive them to trailhead areas. 
An integrated bicycle rental or bike 
share program would allow visitors and 
commuters to walk, drive, or take the 
train to enjoy this trail system.

CATALYST PROJECTS:
We also asked the public about the 
future activities they would like along 
Clear Creek. Improved trails, nature 
play and learning, wildlife viewing areas, 
and specialized recreation such as water 
sports, BMX, and paddleboarding were 
among the top recommendations.
